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In the years between 1594 and 1634, the Blessed Wirgin
Mary appeared Lo & cluistered Conceptionist sister in
Quite, Feuador named Mother Mariana de Jesus Toerres,
During these forty years. (Our Lady appearcid 1o ber
asking that she wished 1o be known under the ltde of
Nuesira Senoru del Buen Sucese which in English
translares to Our Lady of Good Suceess. She spoke 1o
Muother Mariana about the future imes that were to come
far the Catholic Church particularly during the 20"
Century. (ur Blessed Mother deseribed for her the
grave crisis thal would ke place thenin the Church 2nd
also society in pencral. In fuct, the gravity of this ersis
was conveyed sa distinctly that it caused this poar sister
ta dic from the cfzcts of watching whal was 1o happen
to the Church in the future,

What was it that this gow! nun saw that caused her 1o
dic [fom the knowlzdge of the future?

O Lady told Mother Mariana that God was resdy 1o
pumish ihe world for three madn sins: blasphemy,
impuority and bheresy, Our Lady of Good Suceess
pmphesiw:d to Mother Mariana ahout the “otal
comuption of customs™ ;}ccurrlnn_ at the end of the
19 and greater part of the 207 centuries duc 1o the
reizm of Satan in society through Freemasonry. In this
vision, Our Lady [oretold that in these wrrible imes
the sacraments would lose their importance and would
nut be held in high esteam among the Gaithlul due 1o
those who held a “position of authority™, In these
limess , these people would be used us tools of the
duvil Lo dustroy the Church.  Due to this deprivation
ol beth sanctifying and sacramemntal praces amongst
the Bithiul, muny souls would be lost. Society iself
would suffer grestly. A tremendous loss of vocations
would be experienced.

In these visits, Cur Lady spoke o Mother Muriana
gbiout the need for penances and sullering, prayer and
sell-denial [or not only was it most pleasing (o God,
hut it would be with these 1wols that the Convent
would be uble 10 sustain itself, the Church and the
world. The Blessed Mother asked if she would be
willing 1o hecame a vietim soul foe nod only hér
convent and the people during ihe times in which she
lived, Tt for the Church in fulure times which she
hadd shown har, She told her that her Divine Son
desired 1o mive her “every tpe of suffering” in order
1o save souls, These visits were meant b instroct,
puide and cncoursge Mother Mariana in her mission.
Addirienally, these upparitions contained many
prophedies o demanstrate to Mother Madana 1o
know the dire st in which the Chureh would

fall amd also Tor future evidence (o show the authenticity of
these visions, These prophecies that were (oretold wiuld
imvolve not only the local culiure, mciety and govarnment
in Caoitn and euader, b weosid when include the univers!
Church, socicly anid cullere in the world as a whole in the

UpCOMERE cenhirizs.

One of 1he most striking of the propheric visions m:nrrad.
an the Beze: ot drs Puriticavion, Febreary 2, (431, dwe ay™
anniversary of the first appearance of Qur Lady of Good
Success 1 Mother Marizna, Mother Mariana was praying
in the upper choir loft hefore the Blessed Sacramcnt, the
Sancmary lamp went gL Mndmr\-[arim was leftin
complets darkness, The exsineeidian of the Sancluary
Light significd the dire nlrarls the Church winlid be in
during this future epoch.

Our Lady of Gool Success was quite clear on what would
he the demizz of the Catholic Church—ihe geners! theme.-
a lux and perverse clergy. Cerain members of the Catholic
dlergy would become as thieves siealing that Tabernacle
Hght... thieves that would sweal what is rightfully vurs by
virtua of our baptism in the Cathalic Church—our Faith,
They would rob s of Doctrine, Dezma snd Traditton—
ransacking the Church as it wers leaving us in total
darkness without even as much as the light of the
Sanctuary Lamp (which significs the presence of the Holy
Eucharist-—Jesus Christ, Himself). Our Lady of Good
Suizczss want intn srast detail wo explain what the fGve
rensons wort dur the extingeishing of the Gight.

The first reason whv the lamp was snuffed out was because
in the end af the 19™ Century and during the .
Century, heresies would prevail not only in Ecuador but
zniversally, “As these heresies snread and dominote,
the precious light of Faith will be extioguished in souls
hy the almost total corruption of customs.™

The second reason was thal in thess times the
Conceplionist Community would shrink and even be
inlecied with bad aitudos and false chaity as a resut ol
the pervading situation of the Church gt the ume, Muny
vocations would be Tost as o direct result. (This was 1o be
considerad a reflection of 4 more wniversal condition
during these times). However. “The faithful souls would
sifTer 2 continuons and stow miae iy dons, weeping in
secret and imploring that such dire limes be
shoriened.™

The third rexson the lamp failed was dee w the fact that
during tils centary o workdwide campaign against the
virtues of chastity, and purity would succeed in ruining the
vouth. Our Lady of Good Success affirmed. “There will
he almast no virgin souls in the warld™



The fourth reason the lamp was pat our was to demonstrane
how the Masonic and other secrel sects would bave so
much influcnce on society and even the Church. “During
these unfortunate times,” she foretold, “evil will invade
childhood innocence. In this way, vocations to the
priesthood will be lnst, resulting in @ tree calamily.”

Crur Lady of Good Success could foresee that thers would
sl e some good, faithful religious that would be willing
o suffer all for the salvation of souls and sstenance of the
Holy Catholic Church. . *The secular clergy will leave
much to be desired because priests will become careess
im their sacred duties. Lacking the divine compass,
they will stray from the road tmaced by God for the
priesily ministry, and they will become attached to
wealth and riches, which they will unduly strive to
atigin, llow the Church will suffer during this dark
night! Lacking » prelate nnd o fother to guide them
«..many priests will lose their spirit, placing their souls
in great danger,™

The poor priestly souls that would be left 1o uphold the
Church would suffer preatly.

“Aguinst them the impious will rape a cruel war,
overwhelming them with viluperations, calumnies and
vexulions in erder (o stop them from Tulfilling their
mimistry. But they, like firm columns, will remain
unswoerving and will conlront evervthing with a spiril
of humility and sacrifice with which they will be vested,
by virtue of the infinite merits of my most Holy Son,
Who will love them in the innermost fibers of His Most
Holy and Tender Heart.

Our Lady of Good Success implored (hat the people of this
time should “clamor insistently™ to the Heavenly Father for
an end to “these ominous Umes’ sending (0 the Church a
priclate and Luther who would restore the spint o the
pricsts™.

The Gith reasen the lamp went out was due to those who
have the financial means ta help the Church but da
notbing. Becmuse of their uncaning atdude toward God
and His Church, they would have allowed avil 1o
seemingly triumph.

On this day as well, the Child Jesus prophesized to Mother
Mariana the following (which lends credenee 1o the other
prophuecies gs we have seen these prophecies have already
heen fulfillad):

1. "The Dgema of the Immaeculae Conceplion would be
proclaimad during a time when the Church will be strongly
attacked and my Viear will fnd himsell a prisoner”

2. “This will also be the case with the Dogma of the faith
af the I'ransit or Assumption, body and soul imo Henven
of My Most Holy Mother...”

3. "1 will preserve this Choreh, so beloved by Me, until
the consummation of lime, i will be strongly altscked,
butl never conguered. For, If men are lacking, Irom
Heaven will 1 send down legions of Angels for its
conservation, defensz and riumph.

Then He added:

"A thousand times cursed be the heretics and their
followers who place in doult these mysierics
concerning Me and My Moiber. Lel them be cursed!
And let their eternal abode be the center of the earth,
together with the father ol the lie, Lucifer, und his
henchmen, amidst the fire created by Divine Ire for
the rebellious angels and the men who Follow them,
severing themselves from the truth outside the
Catholic Church.

Due o the exireme wickedness (hat Mother Manana
saw in lhese visions of our era, she fained and remainad
unconscious for two days. The doctor, unable 1o revive
her, expected her death to be ar hand.  But Mother
Mariana miracolously awoke and returned Lo health o
live another year,

Our Lady commands a statue to be made

Our Lady of Good Success commanded a stame to be
made to her likeness for the soluce of the people staling:

“_..now | ask and commund you to have a stutue fo be
mide Lor the consolation and preservation of my
convent and for those faithfol souls of that epoch
during which there will be a great devotion to me, for
I am the Queen of Heaven under many invocations . .
‘With the making of this statue 1 will Favor not only
my convent, but also the people of Quito—and all the
people throughout the centurics.”

e Lady of Good Success also told Mother Marzna
thal thiy statue was o be made. for these reasons:

“First so that men in the future might realize how
powerful Lam in placating Divine Justice and
oblaining mercy and pardon for every sinner who
comes to me with a contrite heart. For | um Lhe
Mother of Mercy and in me there is only goodness
and love.™

“And second ...when tribulatinns of spirit and
sufferings of the body pppress them and they seem to
be drowning in this bolttomless sea let them gaze at
my holy imuge and T will always he there ready to
listen to their eries and soothe their pain, Tell them
that they should always run to their Mother with
conlidence and love...”



Our Lady of Good Success had requested thatl a certain
sculptor, Francisoo del Castillo, who wuas known not only
for his arlistic ubility but also for his virme and devorion tio
the Blessed Mother, creats the statue, This sculples
wiorked long and hard on this stame. When h2 was about
to put the finlshing coat of paimt on the statue be decided
he would go to find the best paints he could acquire that
would be the most fuing far the faces of Maher of Gud
and the Infant Jesus,

Archangels complete the statue

While be was gone sumething miraculous happened. From
the very [irst apparidon, (hr Lady had promised that she,
herself, would see 10 the completon of (his statue. While
1he sculplor was away. Mother Mariana and the gber
shsters woent 1o the choir loft vo implore Our Lady of Good
Success oo keep ber promise,

Later, that night, Mother Muariana found the upper choir
loft, illuminated with heavenly brilliance. The Archangels,
Michael, Raphzel and Cabeiel sppeansd and bowed
reverent]y befure the Blessed Trinity as it acceding to a
command. Then they stood hefore the Quesn of Heaven
and saluted her. The Archangels, slong with St Francis.
drew meir Lo the stalue w miraculously finiszh i
Instantancously completed, the statve was coveloped in
light brighter than the sun and became animatad a5 Our
Queen and Mother entered into it singing the “Magnificat™,
This most lovely ol all visions wok place at 3 o'clock on
(he moening of Januery 16, 1611

When the Bishop way wld of this miracolons securrence,
he vrdered “ud acternum™ that a feast sheuld be preceded
by a Nine Day Novena 1o Our Lady of Good Success
beginning on Januwary 24 culminating with her feast day on
Candlzmas Day, February 2 cach year. And so it was and
conlinues W be vencraled and honored this same way each
year. Our Lady specifically requested that her name be
“Mary of Good Suceess of the Purification and
Candlemas™ and that this date, Febnuary 2, showld be
especially remembered since (his date had always brought
“preal gil1s and merdes” from Cur Lady.

Finally, in closing, the words of Bishop Salvador de Ribera
of Quite are printed below m demonstrate the eoclesiastical
approval of this beautifyl and imely devotion. On Feb 2,
1611, thet day of the [ormal insttation of the official
devotivn, the good bishop bestowed upen Our Lady of
Goad Success the keys of the dloister and the crosier it
the hands of the miraculoos statue with greal reverence and
honor, invoked her saying:

"My Lady,
I deliver Lo Thee the Church...

My Lady and my Mother, [ deliver to Thee my soul.
Open to me the doors of Heaven, For the life remsining
o me is guite brief...

(dveen of Heaven and Earth, Thou wha dost remain in
Thy sanctuary governing Thy beloved Dock, do not
lorged Thy poor children who are pilgrims on this
earth, exposed to falls al every step. Let Thy arm
sustain us and let the sweet love of Thy maternal Heart
console us in our deep tribulations."

The graces and mirles that securmed during Mother
Muriani’s life and after her death through the intercession
of Our Lady of Good Svccess ane oo oumerous 1o mention
here, There were many cihuer prophesics that have come 1o
pass as well, Mother Marana de Jesus was a mystc,
prophetess, seer, and victim soul, who lived in Quito,
Ecuador during its foundation ay 2 Colony of Spain. Her
life parallzls only the greatest of the Church's canonized
sainis such as 51, Theresa of Avila and St Catherine Slena,
The details of all of her life"s sufTerngs accumulated inlo
one lifelong martyrdom.
